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GREEN DOORS PROGRAMME IN ANDALUSIAN MUNICIPALITIES !
The "Green Doors Programme", prepared by the Ministry of Environment and Spatial Planning 
of the Government of Andalusia, is integrated in the Management and Recovery of Livestock 
Routes Plan of Andalusia. This programme consists in the design of a network of green 
corridors in Andalusian urban areas of more than 20,000 inhabitants. It looks into generating a 
new field-city relationship through quality green infrastructures that contribute to the creation of 
a real system of green spaces of metropolitan scope.!
This project has resulted in an investment of 2,008,749 euros, of which 1,607,000 euros have 
been contributed by the ERDF (contribution of 80%). This project aims to increase the 
percentage of tourists who carry out nature observation related activities during their visit, until 
reaching a higher value of 38.9% in 2023, compared to 33.9% of reference value in 2013.!

2. The action incorporates innovative elements:!
The innovative aspect of this set of green corridors is that it represents an important network of 
green infrastructures that joins the most densely populated urban areas with the nearest 
natural environment. With them, the infrastructures linked to the protection and sustainable 
use of the natural heritage are increased and improved, as well as the sustainable use and 
knowledge of the natural heritage by citizens, and the protection of the natural spaces and the 
biodiversity of the territory.!
These are infrastructures reserved for non-motorised travelling, which allow access from the 
cities to their immediate natural surroundings through walking, biking or even on horseback. 
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This provides an alternative form of mobility to the motorised transport, even for everyday 
commuting. !

 

 

 

3. Adaptation of the obtained results to the established objectives:!
Its main objective is to carry out actions for the conditioning and improvement of the livestock 
routes included in the Green Doors programme in municipalities of more than 20,000 
inhabitants, with the establishment of an important network of Green Infrastructures that will 
undoubtedly contribute to the creation of a real system of free spaces for the cities included in 
the scope of action.!
However, this "Green Doors Programme" also presents the following specific objectives such 
as establishing a new field-
practice of non-motorised sporting activities, improving the landscape in urban and port 
environments, and reducing CO2 emissions.!
 

4. Resolution contribution of a regional problem or weakness:!
The main weakness this action faces is related to the structuring and connection of the 
territory so that, through the Green Doors programme, access doors to the field can be 
opened in the cities to: decongest urban areas, favour sustainable mobility, increase 
ecotourism income produced in rural areas, and open natural corridors for the Andalusian 
fauna and flora. In turn, the programme is aimed at contributing to a sustainable and 
integrated socioeconomic development at the local or regional level, as well as to sustainable 
rural development and job creation.!
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5. High target population coverage:!
This action affects all the citizens of the most densely populated urban areas and the adjoining 
municipalities, cultural points of interest, university campuses, peri-urban and metropolitan 
parks, among others, that travel through the green corridors.!
In addition, tourism seasonality is disrupted and tourist coverage increases throughout the 
year, thus increasing the income derived from ecotourism in rural areas.!
The paths also join agricultural and livestock itineraries, helping the structuring and connection 
of the territory and generating, in turn, direct and indirect income for the local population.!
 

6. The horizontal criteria for equal opportunities and non-discrimination, environmental 
sustainability and/or social responsibility have been taken into account:!
The environmental sustainability criterion lies in the very nature of the project which is based 
on an environmental commitment. In addition, the equal opportunity criterion is based on 
measures for pedestrian and bicycle access for men, women, and special needs accesses.!
 

7. Synergies with other policies or instruments of public intervention.!
The Green Doors programme is fully integrated into the regional policy through synergies with 
the Andalusian Livestock Routes Management and Recovery Plan. Through this plan, 
investment will be made in the rehabilitation, improvement and conditioning of livestock 
pathways, in public patrimony of the autonomous community, in the promotion of citizen-
nature contact, and in environment management. Like this, there is an effective contribution to 
a sustainable development, to the improvement of the landscape and valued natural patrimony 
and culture of our territory. !

which aims, among other aspects, to implement a model of sustainable tourism development 
(viable, equitable and competitive) which makes optimal use of the available resources, 
respectful use of the local values and spaces where tourism is developed and which 
guarantees territorial cohesion.!
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
